 Hi Brittany,

Rep. Stonier would like the AGs office to revisit a couple of opinions related to School-Based Health Clinics (see below), how would she go about asking for this?

Of particular note are two Attorney General (AG) opinions from the 1980s (1988 No. 2 and 1989 No. 17) that were issued around the time of the first SBHC pilot in Seattle.  These are being cited as limiting districts’ authority in ways that are not consistent with the past 30 years of experience in Washington.  Since these opinions were issued, school districts have been given broader authority e.g. in RCW 28A.320.015 (1992/2005), the Washington Integrated Student Supports Protocol was established in RCW 28A.300.139 (2016), districts are investing in facilities to provide SBHS/SBHCs in consideration of the benefits to the district, and SBHS/SBHCs have grown significantly across the state.
