Enclosed please find the 2017 Supplemental Budget Request from the Attorney General's Office 
(AGO). In recognition of the continuing constraints on State resources, we limited our requests to those 
needs that arise directly from significant litigation, legislative mandate, or increased workload. The 
funding requested will allow us to protect tax dollars and serve the legal needs of the state and its 
residents including, importantly, children in our foster care system. These include: 

• Funding to help recover $17M of State and Federal resources expended to replace the Skagit 
River Bridge. 

• Resources to support our child welfare litigation caseload, including helping secure permanent 
homes for children in foster care. 

• Funding to support the public disclosure commission and allow our office to ensure the 
enforcement of the State's campaign finance disclosure laws. 

• Litigation support for Tobacco Diligent Enforcement and Labor and Industry complex worker 
safety cases. 

I look forward to working with you and your office in the coming months, and stand ready to provide 
information to as you prepare the Governor's budget proposal.
